Cybersciense Corporation itself, no other company except Aptean is able to support the CQ application/licenses in the 
proprietary 4gov financial system used by the Judiciary. Without the proper support of the CQ software within 4gov, there 
would be Immediate and noticeable Impact on the petty cash/witness fund process should the system shut down. For the 
other 4gov processes, the impact would be somewhat delayed but still very significant, e.g., there would be difficulties and 
delays in the monitoring of budgets and tracking contracts and expenditures.
